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Barstow Community College to Hold Inaugural Water-Wise Festival

Community College (BCC) will host the inaugural Barstow Water-Wise Festival on Oct. 20, 2018. BCC Trustee
Fred Baca and Beverley Lowery of the Mojave Water Agency came up with the idea to create this festival for the
community. The Economic Development Committee of the Barstow Area Chamber of Commerce has also been on
board since day one of the planning and preparation.

This is a FREE family-friendly event that will start at 10 a.m. and will include live entertainment, games, face
painting, and a free lunch. It will be held on the main campus of the college, outdoors near the central amphitheater
